Tips for Storing your car for winter by Roger Deacon

WeEell another season has come and gone and it is now time to store our cars to a chicken coop to a heated
garage. A lot of people just walk away from them saying | have afew thingsto do to the car but never
seem to get around to it till the robins start returning and then it is amad scramble to get them ready. Do
the HONEY DO list now.

Here are afew tips to store the car:

Press the clutch pedal down and cut a stick to length and wedge it between the clutch pedal and dash. This
is so the clutch doesn't rust to the flywheel. Plug the tail pipe with duct tape, steel wool or chore boy ( ask
your wife). Thisisto prevent rodents from taking seeds into the engine and come spring when you hit the
starter the engine won't go (clunk) and you think the engine has frozen up.

Duct tape al of the openings at the air cleaners. Put duct tape over al openings going into the body of the
shell and pay attention to the trunk area. Y ou can shine alight on the outside looking for light going inside
and then do it on the inside looking for light going to the outside. Do thisin adark garage. Y ou just might
find out where the cold air was coming from on our fall drive.
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Y our steering shaft coming out of the fire wall thereis auniversa joint or knuckle that has been over
looked for 30 to 40 years. They tend to get very rusty and freeze up. Take some WD-40 and spray some on
the joint while turning the steering wheel. For those that have done it tell me there car steers easier. Do
this every time you grease and change the oil.

Oil the door hinges with some WD-40 as these seldom get lubricated. | recently bought a car that hadn't
had any oil put to the door hinges for 36 years,| squirted some WD on the hinges every 3 days for 2 weeks
opening and closing them, now the doors open and shut like they should.

Change the oil fill up the gas tank clear full and then put some stabilizer into the gas tank. Air up the tires.
charge up the battery if you are going to leave it in the car. So as not to create a fire hazard disconnect

the battery, if you have a clock ticking all winter your battery will be dead. Remove the ground strap not
the positive strap so you don't ground out the wrench when you are loosening the positive bolt with your
wrench and have sparks flying.

For those that are staying here for the winter I'll be thinking about you while setting under a palm tree on
the beach this winter.
